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Our guest house and holiday B&B is located in a beautiful 
alley without transit traffic in the heart of the wine growers' 
village Dernau. Dernau is a recommendable place for your 
stay in the most charming part of the Ahr valley. All shops, 
bars, restaurants, diners and wine taverns are only a stone's 
throw away as well as the popular hiking and bicycle trails. 
The railway station is within spitting distance - but not audible. 

All double and single rooms are equipped with king-size beds 
with premium mattresses and frames adjustable in height, 
settee arrangement, wardrobe, sideboard, satellite TV and an 
own bathroom with shower, wash-bowl and WC. Some double 
rooms have balconies towards SW, the single room has a 
spacious roof  terrace. All rooms provide a stunning view 
overlooking the valley, the vineyards and Dernau.  

The garden with its tables, chairs, umbrellas and the wine-
entwined pergola invites to take a sunbath or to have a 
convivial get-together. A homely furnished summerhouse is at 
your disposal especially if the weather does not play along. 

In front of the house and in the street you find public parking, 
availability not guaranteed. Bikes may be parked in the yard. 
(Continental) Breakfast is served in our breakfast room in the 
basement. Guests who regularly have to leave before 
breakfast can be served should book a stay without catering.

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The tourist season in Dernau and the Ahr valley starts in 
March and ends in December. Guests and tourists appreciate 
the idyllically situated wine growers’ village Dernau as a 
centrally located headquarter for excursions in the 
neighboured villages of the Ahr valley, the Eifel, the adjacent 
Rhine valley and for trips to the nearby attractive cities of 
Bonn, Koblenz and Cologne. The majority of our guests are 
hikers and bikers. For such activities the periods from early 
March until August and again from mid October until early 
December are recommended. 

The weeks between early September and mid October are 
less advisable for persons looking for a relaxing holiday. Many 
(wine) festivals and other festivities take place, bus tourists 
and weekenders “invade”, which will affect your stay because 
many hiking trails are now highly frequented, which annoys 
some holidaymakers looking for recreation. 

From mid October the run fades. Enjoy the beautiful colours of 
the autumn foliage and watch the work of the wine growers. 
Our tip for hikers and bikers: The month of November with 
frequent high-pressure weather conditions. 
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The wine village Dernau is situated in the most popular part of 
the picturesque valley of the river Ahr and is enjoying a boom 
in popularity. Half-timbered houses and the wine growers’ 
farms dominate the pristine village.   

The Red Wine Hiking Trail has an excellent and meanwhile 
international reputation. Dernau is situated halfway. As 
mentioned  the hiking and biking trails along the river Ahr and 
on the hills (Red wine hiking trail) enjoy great popularity. The 
Krausberg is a good choice on weekends - the hut on the top 
offers basic meals. On the road to Esch there is a remarkable 
lookout and a Jewish cemetery. The Marienthal Monastery 
offers a wide range of events. And as already mentioned: 
Dernau provides an acceptable infrastructure for tourists. 

 
Dernau – the famous wine village is rich in tradition 
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Altenahr with its scenic old town centre, the protected 
sinuosity Langfigtal and various the castle ruins – Mayschoss 
with a timber bridge across the Ahr and the former Saffenburg 
castle, the historic Nepomuk bridge at Rech – Ahrweiler with 
its lovely medieval centre encircled by a intact city wall, the 
Roman villa and the museum of the cold war – Bad Neuenahr 
with its casino, health & spa gardens, the Ahr resort and the 
castle ruin  Landskron – and Sinzig, close to the protected 
mouth of the Ahr. 
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Adenau and its picturesque centre and the famous 
neighboured Nurburgring, Bad Münstereifel with its medieval 
town centre and two giant radio telescopes, the source of the 
Ahr at Blankenheim, Remagen with the remains of the in 
WW2 destroyed bridge ans numerous museums, Mayen and 
its castles, fortresses and the nearby volcanic Laacher See, 
the volcano park Brohltal nearby Niederzissen, and last but 

not least the easy-to-reach (especially by train) cities of 
Bonn and Koblenz with their cultural and architectural 
highlights.
